1. If set the sample rate to 24 hrs(on send now), the data collected does 
not do every 24hours but appears random.  Mantis #3317
2. Added a new button “Turn On Bluetooth LE” on Device Setup page. It is only available to the USB connected pressure display logger with FW 3.0 and greater. It is a toggle button for “Turn On Bluetooth LE” and “Turn Off Bluetooth LE” depending on the device radio status.

Features: 
Bug Fix: 
1. After reading configuration from a pressure logger, then unplug it and plug another one in with different psi range, a message pops up (something like “different logger…”) to prevent from sending configuration to the 2nd. But if click “Send Config” again, the configuration is sent. Fixed this problem.

2. If the device is not responding, the pop up message is changed from 

     "*** Possible reasons: disconnected/battery died/wrong device. ***" 

                       to 

"***Possible reasons: disconnected/battery died/non compatible device. ***"
3. Modified the timer structure and use the byte b_ctl together with w_holdper to handle number of samples more than 65500. This fixed the double samples problem and handled the odd number of samples(after and include fw v2.8Q)

4. Wizard program was also modified to handle the above cases.

5. When loading pressure loggers config from pc, the alarm setpoint and deadband display numbers which are very wrong. The reason is the multiple point calibration are missing in the saved config file. Saving the calibration in the file fixes this problem. This applies to doorknob, display and transmitter.

6. When loading config from a pressure logger then sending the same config to another logger, the alarm setpoint and deadband are wrong because the calibration on the two loggers are different. Reading the calibration before sending configuration fixes the problem. This applies to doorknob, display and transmitter.
7. The rugged logger has the same issues. Did the same fixes as the above #5 and 6.

Features: 
1. Use .Net 4.7.2 in the software. 

2. Added some code checks to prevent if one of the channels on XT has zero calibration points. This happens rarely. During normal process, both channels have the same number of calibration points. This is added for some test benefit.
3. If the PC needs to install .net 4.7.2, skip Restart choices after .net installed and run through Track-It software installation completely. This makes the auto update clearer.
4. Modified some pop up message to make it clearer.
5. When downloading data, disable “Setup Wizard” menu item.
6. Changed the appearance in BLE page. Use one box “Enable Advertising” instead of “Off” and “On’. After firmware is changed, both sides will match to avoid confusion. The advertising period choices depend on the wake up period and has to be less than or equal to it.
7. When sending configuration to logger, show/hide BLE menu in the logger according to if the logger supports BLE radio. This applies to send config to logger and internal version used button “Turn on BLE”.
8. Change to “Advertising Duration” from “Advertising Period” in Device Setup page.

9. When sending config that read from PC, if the logger unit tag is empty, assign serial # as the unit tag. So if ble is on, each logger can display serial # instead of all empty name in broadcasting.

10. The ble is turned off when sending config that read from PC even if the logger has BLE on. Now the software read BLE first when sending config that read from PC, if it is on, still keep BLE on.
11. Added choice to include unit tag and serial number in the exported data. (mantis #0002384)
12. When exporting data, downloading data and saving live display, the user has the choices to use Unit Tag or Serial number as the default name instead of entering a name. Also the date can be appended to the end of the file name as a choice.(mantis #0002384)
Bug Fix: 
8. The software starts with the size when it was closed previously.  But if the window is maximized and closed, it didn’t work properly. Fixed it. Also made it work for multiple monitor PCs.
9. Downloading can't start if the memory is overwritten and just happened to overwrote to the 2nd last block. Fixed it. Mantis #2283
10. The unit tag has to be 20 chars to send to the logger. After sending the config, the cursor is put to the 20th position in the box. Fixed it.
11. After open and close Preference window, the data table 3rd column head text is changed and cause export problem. Fixed it.

1.  Moved to Windows 10 and built the project in Visual Studio 2019.
2.  Support BLE on display menu.

3.  When export data the .csv file, initially we decided to save it to “My Document” directory always. Now exporting data remembers last directory and use it everytime. Mantis #2029
4.  Control the software to be internal or customer version by two variables in .ini file. This way we don’t need internal version control. Only one version control is needed. Our production PC get software autoupdated and still remains internal version if these variables were set to be internal version on that PC. Our customer always get customer version since they won’t be able to set to internal version if we don’t tell them information. Mantis #2016

5.  When reading configuration from PC, the battery level was hidden. Now also hide the battery values. Mantis #1496
Bug Fix: 
12.  open a data file that has only one data then drag the graph, “Invalid OA Date” appears on the graph page. That is because of the span is wrong. Now fixed it.

13. Make the device connection box tab stop to be false so it won’t be highlighted blue. Mantis #1203
14. If a data file has no recorded data, “Invaid OA date” appears on the overlay graph. Delete this message.
15. Midnight fix was not applied to the fast speed logger. Now apply this to the fast speed logger if its sample rate is 2 second and above.
16. Put the cursor at the beginning of the channel tag box if the channel tag is empty.
17. Changed from second to millisecond to calculate the sample time when we support fast speed logger. In the fixing midnight problem, need to consider sample offset, but it still use second. Mix using second and millisecond caused problem in some special case, for example, when the sample rate is 14 second and not divisible by 24 hour in second formats. Now fixed it.

18. When sending configuration to logger, set offset to 0 if the sample rate is 500ms, 200ms and 100ms. It is the safest. Now it includes 1 second.

19. Fixed a bug in opening data file in overlay graph. Used UINT by mistaken, should use ULONG.

6.  Set the digital part in config_B to 0x00 for non digital loggers when sending config to logger.
7.  Ignore the digital part in config_B when open non digital logger data file.

8.  If the non digital data file has wrong flag, pop up warning message “Data file has digital flag.”. This applies to open overlapped data file too.
9.  Support the  new sensor for T/H temp loggers.
10.  Implemented battery calculation formula for 6626 battery.
11.  Implemented BLE wake up and advertise time for BLE display logger. A BLE tab page shows if the logger has BLE. Otherwise, this page is gone.
12.  Added more choices for BLE wakeup and advertise time for testing. These choices will be reconstructed after testing. Some may be removed.
13.  Added comparing the serial number before saving to data file.
14.  Added a choice to save live data as .csv file. It can let the file be saved longer without checking the logger’s memory size.
15.  In live display, compare the plugged in device’s serial number as one of the checking to see if it is the same device.
Bug Fix: 
1. Support SHT2X_TMP sensor in overlay graph.
2. Fixed “Invalid OA Date” on overlay graph if there is no data displayed after click “Next” button. Mantis #1791.
3. Fixed a bug when comparing the configuration before saving to data file. The new command for BLE was in wrong place. It causes the configuration comparison has problems.
4. Fixed a bug "file not in cyclic mode, and can not go around" when saving data as .dat format.
5. Fixed a bug not showing value column when decode the Event data file if only channel 1 is enabled and it is state/event.

6. Fixed the live data value for Event logger if only channel 1 is enabled and it is state/event. It was calculated as the way to calculate channel 2 which is wrong.

Features: 
1. Added a button “Send Factory Config” on Device Setup page.
2. Always showed fast sample rate controls if the logger has this feature so the user knows about it.  If the logger doesn’t have the fast sample feature, the software hides this control. (Mantis #1636)

3. On Device Setup page, “HH:MM:SS:ms” displayed above the sample rate box if the logger has fast sample rate feature. Otherwise “HH:MM:SS” is displayed.
Bug Fix: 
1. Fixed a bug for recording live data when data is overlapped. The write point was wrong. 
2. If the logger has very slow sample rate, eg. 24 hr, 23hr and etc, after reading configuration , the software displays fast sample rate. Fixed it. (Mantis #1635)
3. If the logger is set to 100ms or 200 ms sample rate, when reading back the configuration, 500ms is displayed. That is because the extra  “0” in the ms box confuses the other items. (Mantis #1644)
4. Fixed the sample offset in the configuration to be non-zero number for slow sample rate, eg. 1 sample/23 hour or 24 hours (Mantis #1648)
5. Set trigger 1 holder period(number of samples) to max number of samples according to the memory size. If set it to 2, the Extreme logger is broken and only record 2 samples. Its rep. module works differently from other loggers and causes the record “on send now” don’t work. Hopefully this doesn’t  break the fast speed on display logger(tested with fast speed, so far works fine) (Mantis #1651).

   5. On Device Setup page, the displayed “Record Time” changes when sample rate changes. It only shows days if hours, minutes and seconds are all zero.

1. Displayed the dew point in the digital display for live data (mantis bug #0001342)

2. Fixed and y-axis span bug for dew point

3. Fixed the dew point digital display bug when switch from including channel tag to exclude channel tag.
4. Disable Channel 1 enable box for 1 channel logger, eg. Rugged, XT 1 Channel. This applies to both Track-It software and Track-It Wizard. (mantis #1303, #1314)

5. Added condition check for XT Temp Pressure logger when sending configuration on Track-It Wizard.(mantis #1374)

6. Disable file open button for Summary and Device Setup page. (mantis #1313)
7. Displayed Device Setup in the center of the window and stay in the center when window is resizing. (Mantis #1298)

8. Made the Grid resize in Summary page when window is resizing.
9. Make the download data and live display button stay not disappeared when comes from Device Setup page to Graph.

8. Change the Ext Pressure logger ‘s pressure sensor to 50 PSI.

9. Made size of the “Device Infor” dialog fixed.

10. The config_b part of ship configuration for Rugged logger is 
       not filled. This part is majorly for digital. Ignore this part for all 
       loggers except Digital and Event logger to prevent errors.
Bug Fix: 
1. Fixed a bug in zoom window on the graph.

2. Fixed a bug and display correctly on channel 2 y-axis title, digital  

   display text and data table channel 2 column header for the Ext.  
   Temp/Pressure logger.

3. The sample rate up down button in device setup page doesn’t work  

    properly in some cases. Fixed it.

4. OpenBySerial and OpenByIndex FTDI call to open the FTDI 
device will return empty or null on some PC. If this happens, a 
good plugged in Track-It may get ignored and Track-It software 
can not find it. Fix the bug and let Track-It continue to find the 
good one.

5. Changed the font so the serial number is not truncated on graph 
    page if the logger name is too long.

6. Updated the device information above the graph when switch from 
    other tab page to graph page.

7. The radio button for channel cursor shows the right text in live 
    display.

8. The radio button for channel cursor is disabled if the channel box is 
    unchecked.

9. Show channel 2 trace if the channel box is checked in live display.

10. Fixed the sample rate error

Features: 
     All the changes from #1 to #6 are for Event loggers.

1. Don’t show Invert Input box and Icon button.
2. If channel 1 is State, channel 2 is not enabled by default and its tab page is disabled. The user can not make changes to channel 2.
3. When channel 2 is enabled, “Digital Ch 2” will be listed in LCD list instead of Display list in the Display tab page.
4. When channel 1 is state, the record time is hidden in General page. The channel 2 panel in General page is grayed out.
5. The text of the y-axis for the Event logger matches the channel color.
6. If the temperature engineer unit is changed on software side, the logger will show it after sending the configuration.
7. Some FTDI chips doesn’t give usb chip serial numbers when the software requests. Added a second function to open the serial port to cover the failure of getting serial number so we don’t miss a connected device.
8. Track-It Wizard has a new version too to add  the new function for double checking the connected device.
9. Ignore the pressure offset for alarms on all pressure logger. This applies to read config, send config, live display and display data file.
Bug Fix: 
1. If all the data points have alarm in a data file, the alarm summary can’t report the right information. Fixed it.

2. For Extreme loggers, after sending the configuration, the alarm set point and deadband are slight different after reading back. If we don’t apply calibration to alarm, then the values match. For now, don’t apply calibration to the alarm set point and deadband. More detail is in Mantis Bug ID #0001070.
